	The American animator Matt Groening created  (create-created) The Simpsons in 1987. He based (base-based) the characters on his own family - they even have the same names! Twenty years later, in 2007, The Simpsons Movie was (be-was/were) also a big success.
	
	

	
	In 1995, Toy Story was (to be) the first computer-animated film. Before then, cartoons didn't use computer animation. Toy Story was an enormous success. Millions of people went (go-went) to see it at cinemas around the world.

Example: When I was having breakfast, the phone suddenly rang.

Example: If I had a lot of money, I would share it with you.
